TOURNAMENT PREVIEW

This is a competitive golf tournament for players of all abilities that raises money for our selected charity, the Fairway Foundation. This organization introduces inner city youth to golf and the benefits that come with the game.
TOURNAMENT FORMAT
Each team is made up of two women.  Play will be in the 6-6-6 medal play format (best-ball, scramble, and alternate shot).  The team handicap is established by averaging both handicaps; however, if there is more than 10 points between the two handicaps, the higher one will be reduced to be 10 points greater than the lowest handicap.  The tournament will be flighted with prizes for each flight winners.
ELIGIBILITY
Open to all female amateur players who have an established USGA handicap (GHIN, NGN, or other) or provide an ‘average’ score for 18 holes and a ‘handicap index’ will be assigned and used to derive the team average handicap.   The USGA’s definition of an amateur golfer is the standard of the tournament.  All entries are subject to approval or rejection at any time by the Tournament Committee.  
RULES
USGA Rules shall govern play.  Local rules will be printed and issued to each player.

CARTS
Walking or pull carts are allowed.  The cost of a motorized cart at Baker National is $15 per person and payable at the course.
ENTRY DEADLINE, ENTRY FEES AND GREENS FEES
Entry must be received by Monday, June 20, 2011.  The entry fee is $65 per player ($130 per team).  Greens fees and charitable donation are included in fee.  All participants will receive a $10 Golf Galaxy Gift Card the day of the event  at registration.
STARTING TIMES
Tee times begin at NOON.  Please arrive by 11:15 for registration and review of local rules and overview of format.  Assigned starting times can be obtained after 4 pm on Wednesday, June 22 by accessing the EWGA website at www.mnewg.org.  
ENTRY WITHDRAWAL AND REFUNDS
Entry fee will be refunded, regardless of reason, if Rhonda Rusch is called at 763-607-6588 by Monday, June 20, 2011, by 4 p.m.  Weather cancellations will be posted on the mnewg.org website by 10:30 AM on the morning of the event. Once the golf event begins, we will retain $24 of your registration for charity and expenses.  Dependent upon how many holes you have played and if the event is called due to weather; it is up to Baker National to determine whether rain checks will be issued.
